GENERAL CAMPER REGISTRATION

 

Special needs participants need to meet the following criteria in order 
to participate: 

 

Age 13 and over  

 

Be able to function in a group structure (1 staff member/volunteer 
per 5 participants)  

 

Capable of participation in group activities  

 

Have independent bathroom skills 

 

Be able to follow basic instructions  

ASSISTED CAMPER REGISTRATION

 

If special needs participant is age 13 and over, but unable to meet the 
criteria listed above, then participant needs to register as an Assisted 
Camper . Assisted Campers must provide their own Personal 
Assistant for supervision (such as a family member, companion, etc.)   
The camper s Personal Assistant must provide:

  

Supervision and transportation for camper and assistant to select 
field trips (3-4 scheduled)  Personal Assistant will not be charged 
registration, field trip fees or any other expenses while at camp.
